SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period, she has an IUD. No smoking, no drinking on regular basis. She has been pregnant once, has a baby.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 165 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 99. Respirations 20. Pulse 84. Blood pressure 112/59.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

There is a loose fifth nail which is barely hanging on the nail bed on the left side.
PROCEDURE: After consent was obtained, the nail was removed without any difficulty. Minimal bleeding noted. The patient was placed on Keflex.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Infected left fifth nail bed.
2. Status post onychomycosis.

3. Status post finished with medication with Lamisil.

4. Keep the area clean, dry, take antibiotics and if there is any drainage, redness, heat or pain, call me right away.
