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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 68-year-old Mexican male that is referred to the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has nephrotic syndrome that is significant proteinuria. A part of the workup was done which included a serum protein electrophoresis with immunofixation that was negative. A urine protein electrophoresis with immunofixation that was negative. A kappa-lambda ratio that was negative. The blood sugar has been under fair control. We are going to order the remaining part of the workup that will include ANA, ANCA, anti-GBM, anti double- stranded DNA, anti-phospholipase A2 receptor antibody, C3 and C4 and we are going to order a kidney biopsy. This is due to the fact that in spite the blood sugar being under fair control the patient has a massive proteinuria. 

2. Anemia that is most likely part of the nephrotic syndrome.

3. Vitamin D deficiency that is on supplements.

4. Peripheral vascular disease status post amputation of the right lower extremity.

5. Coronary artery disease status post multiple PCIs.

6. The patient has a history of congestive heart failure that is compensated at the present time. Reevaluation after the kidney biopsy.
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
