CHIEF COMPLAINTS

Possible seizures.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 29-year-old female, with chief complaint of possible seizures.  The patient tells me that she developed seizures when she was 3 to 5 years old.  At that time, she does not know what was the reason she was having seizures.  The patient had a seizure during 3 to 5 years old.  She had another episode when she was 17-year-old, but she was using methamphetamine and heroin.  The patient tells she was paralyzed at one time and then she did not have any seizures.  Until recently, March 2023, the patient tells me that she was in transit, especially the patient suddenly fell shaking the arms and then she feel shaking the arms and legs.  Then she felt paralyzed.  She lost consciousness. She had convulsion associated with unary incontinence.  The patient tells me that she bit her tongue.  She tells me that she had a very high heart rate.  The patient recovered after a few minutes.  Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, or dysphagia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

Childhood seizures when she was 3 to 5.  She also had another seizure when she was using methamphetamine and heroin when she was 17-year-old. Social anxiety disorder, dysplasia of the cervix. *__________*
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

Fluoxetine 20 mg a day.
ALLERGIES

No known drug allergies.

DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
EEG study was performed today.  It was a normal study.  Did not show any evidence of epileptiform discharges.  There are no spike and waves activities.  Activation procedure without significant changes in the EEG.  There is no status epilepticus.

IMPRESSION

An episode of shaking the arms, convulsing, in March 2023, when she was in transit.  However, the EEG today shows that there is no seizure activities.  There is no epileptiform discharges.
Her neurological examination is normal.  She tells me that she has a history of childhood seizure when she was 3 to 5 years old.  She also tells me that she had an episode of seizure when she was using methamphetamine and heroine, when she was 17-year-old.
At the most recent event when she was in transit, on March 20, 2023, it was hard to determinate whether it was really epileptic seizures or non-epileptic seizures.  However, the EEG study is normal today.  I am leaning towards not starting her anesthesia medications.  If she has more spells let me know. Based on everything she has told me today I do not think she has epileptic seizures at this time.  However, if she develops any more spells, please let me know immediately.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.
2. Explained the patient EEG study is normal.  Explained to her to let me know immediately if she has any more spells.
