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1. KJ, 19-year-old comes in with nausea and vomiting. The patient was treated with Zofran and IV fluids. CBC, CMP, amylase, lipase, UA, UDS, and CT were negative except for constipation. He is doing well post hospital and he liked the doctor. 
2. MG, is a 6-month-old baby with unresponsiveness most likely restless secondary to fever. Chest x-ray showed pneumonia, transferred out. White count is only 7000. Swab test negative. Family was happy with the care received.

3. WM, is a 4-year-old child with 100.6 temperature, awake and alert. Swab test negative. Treated for URI and fever in children. Doing better today. Family was happy.

4. JG, 14-year-old with ankle pain. X-rays negative. Treated with spray. Family was happy with the care.

5. SF, 10-year-old baby with sore throat. Diagnosed with viral pharyngitis after swab tests were negative. No medication given. Doing better. Mother was happy. 
6. MF, 2-year-old with sore throat, diagnosed with viral pharyngitis after swab tests were negative, was given no antibiotics, but mother was happy. Doing better today.

7. HD, 32-year-old female with earache given Toradol and Rocephin. Treated with Augmentin. Responding well. Happy with the care received.

8. RB, 34-year-old with ankle pain and swollen hand after he took a fall at home. She was given Toradol. X-rays negative of the ankle, fractured, metacarpal was noted and treated. The patient was happy with the care received.

9. DW, 14-year-old with abdominal pain and blood in the stool after wiping. CBC showed white count of 13000. UA negative. CMP negative. Guaiac test positive. CT showed ovarian cyst and a small kidney stone. Treated conservatively. Sent home with medications. Mother was happy with the care received.
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10. BG, 47-year-old woman with pain in back of her leg possible blood clot. DVT was negative. She was happy because she said Dr. Maroney treated me like a drug addict. She is actually not a drug addict. She is a patient of Dr. De La Flor-Weiss office whom I am seeing many times and she stated that the nurse has told her this is how the doctor treats everyone. She definitely did not have a DVT. No other testing was done. 
11. SE, 30-year-old with toothache, swollen face, and white count of 11000. Treated with dental caries with Rocephin, Toradol and Augmentin, responding well already. Happy with the care received. 
12. SG, 49-year-old with abdominal pain and nausea. CBC, CMP, CT, UA all negative. Has an appointment to see with GI specialist who was happy with the care received.

13. RF, 12-year-old with cough, runny nose, congestion, and positive COVID. No treatment. No chest x-ray because he is 12 years old. 
14. CR, 4-year-old with pinky nail with hanging off due to trauma. It was removed. Left message. Treated with Keflex. Seen by the nurse practitioner. Left message for family to call me back. 
15. JT, 61-year-old male seen with headache, vomiting, diarrhea and positive COVID. Left without being seen. He was very upset that they did not take care of him and he had to wait so long but nevertheless he is still sick suffering from COVID because he never was seen and thinking about going to a different clinic because the wait was so long at TEH. He left without being seen.
16. MJ, is a 2-month-old baby seen by nurse practitioner with stuffy nose and congestion. Chest x-ray showed pneumonitis. Swab test negative. Left message for family to call me. Treated with antibiotics.
17. PV, 23-year-old female with puncture wound pretib. No fracture. Treated with Septra DS. Seen by nurse practitioner. Happy with the care received. 
18. JD, 41-year-old with a toe infection diagnosed with perionychia. Infected nail was removed. Treated with Norco, tramadol, and Septra DS. A bad number was left in the emergency room. 

19. MC, 67-year-old male with congestion, cough, headache, and dizziness. Diagnosed with COVID. Treated with Paxlovid, but no chest x-rays were done. O2 sat and vitals were stable. I was not able to get a hold of the patient. 
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20. RP, 45-year-old seen with insect bite, has become infected left arm. Diagnosed with cellulitis. Treated with Rocephin and doxycycline. DTap was given.

21. EC, 66-year-old with low back pain. He has had 12 back surgeries. Given morphine and Zofran. Diagnosed with failed back syndrome with chronic pain. No medications given. The patient did not answer the phone.
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
