Today, no headache. No dizziness. No fever. No chills. No nausea. No vomiting. The patient symptoms are much better and improving. He is tolerating antibiotic well. No cough. No congestion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/72, pulse 70, temperature 98.0, respiration 20, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and cooperative.

LABS: WBC count 5.2, hemoglobin 11.2, hematocrit 37.2, sodium 141, potassium 4.5, chloride 106, CO2 24, and glucose 78.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Urinary tract infection.

2. Cystitis.

3. History of spinal stenosis.

4. History of chronic anemia.

PLAN: The patient is currently maintaining on IV aztreonam as per sensitivity report. The patient has symptomatic cystitis and UTI. He is tolerating very well. His symptoms are significantly improved. We will complete seven days course and the antibiotic will be continued till September 2nd. Discussed with patient and the nursing staff.
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
