PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs:  Within normal limits. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had COVID and strep screen performed which were negative. 
PLAN: Because of persistence of cough, the patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone shot with a prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up with PCP as needed. Recommended complete physical with labs and ultrasounds in the future, not wanting to be done today. Follow up as above.
