The patient presents with mother with complaints of not eating for the past couple of days. Mother feels like increased red throat with worse tonsils.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of strep three to four months reported by mother. The patient has had multiple cavities repaired with crowns by dentist in the past.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities:  Normal. Neurological: Normal. Except child being terrified and very difficult to examine. Skin: Normal.
The patient had strep test performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis. 
PLAN: Because of history of strep and difficulty with examination, I would like her to give the patient a 10-day course of amoxicillin. Follow up with pediatrician and as needed.
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
