The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for the past 14 days, now with complaint of right ear pain for the past two days, sent home from school. She states that she had testing and seen two weeks ago at Southeast Clinic where the mother works without prescription, all negative.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Allergic rhinitis, given antihistamines.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Mother works at Southeast Clinic.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise within normal limits.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Cerumen in right external auditory canal occluding the view of tympanic membrane. Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had COVID, flu and strep testing all done which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Allergic rhinitis by history and apparent right otitis media with temperature of 102 in the office.
PLAN: Given a prescription of amoxicillin twice a day for 10 days. Follow up with PCP and here if necessary.
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
