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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that between 1993 to 1996, the patient had multiple parachute jumping incidents.  He told me that he landed very hard in several jumps.  Specifically, he tells me that there was jump in North Carolina, one in Colorado, one in Italy that he was jumping and landed very hard on the ground.  Specifically, in Colorado, the patient tells me when he landed, his head hit the ground, and he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for five minutes.  He woke up with dazed, confused, and disorientation.  The patient tells me that every time he landed hard on the ground, he would have the confusion, disorientation, and head pain.  The patient tells me that he woke up with the head pain in Colorado.  The patient also tells me in 2009, the patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient was in a major indirect fire incidents, in which there was an explosion.  The patient tells me that explosion causing the immediate head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient becomes very confused and disoriented.

The patient currently suffers from daily head pain.  The patient tells me the pain is behind the eye.  The patient has difficulty sleeping.  The patient has tinnitus and ringing in the ears bilaterally.  The patient has short-term memory deficits.  The patient tells me that his general slowing of the cognitive abilities.  The patient has trouble spelling.  The patient has pronounced word finding difficulties.

The patient is currently working as a Federal Law Enforcement.  The patient is a civilian working for the Army now.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting, he does his job.  Specifically the patient has difficulty concentrate focus.  The headaches are affecting his concentration.  He also has memory loss at job.  The patient would forget his duties.  The patient also had decreased ability to remembering his task duties.  The patient has difficulty pronounce words at work.
MoCA examination today shows the score of 26/30, the patient missed four on the delay recall.
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
