CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 25-year-old male with history of hypertension complaining of chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 25-year-old male who is known to have history of chest pain. He reports episodes of chest discomfort. This occurs with both sitting and walking. The chest pain seems to go with anxiety. However, his heart rate seems to be racing at times.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy at age 4.
MEDICATIONS: Amlodipine.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother had CVA. Father had hypertension. Mother had hypertension.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes cigarette smoking from age 18-21. He notes history of marijuana use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 136/81, pulse 68. On manual evaluation, blood pressure is 122/90 on the left.

The examination otherwise is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 67 beats per minute, nonspecific ST changes, otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Palpitations.

2. Hypertension.

3. History of chest pain.

PLAN: CBC, Chem-20, lipid panel, TSH, and urinalysis. Review records for evaluation for coarctation. Follow up post testing.
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
