SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is in not on any distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane or erythema. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur. Regular rate and rhythm.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Examination of the rash on the left lower cheek mild in presentation very small less than dime size we can tell he has been picking at some very mild erythema is presented along with that also on the left posterior distal thigh he has a small dime sized lesion with the surrounding area very flaky surrounding erythema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Rash with infection. The patient will be given Bactroban ointment to be applied four times a day, 15 g tube no refills.

2. He is going to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Monitor his symptoms on those two areas of question and then return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
