5. Because of the swelling of his neck we did look at his neck. He does have what looks like multinodular goiter.

6. He does have lymphadenopathy in his neck.

7. Heart murmur shows no evidence of significant mitral or tricuspid regurgitation.

8. Epigastric pain most likely related to strep infection.

9. Liver within normal limits.

10. Spleen and kidneys are normal.

11. Gallbladder looks good.

12. Findings are discussed with patient at length before leaving the office. The patient was given ample time to ask questions.
