ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, and well nourished. He tracks very well with the eyes. He follows my line of sight and good responses to abrupt noise.

He is easily consoled by the mother during the exam today.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations within normal limits, temperature today is 99.2, oxygenation within normal limits, and pulse also normal.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membranes erythema is present. Oropharyngeal area and mild erythema. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABS: Today include strep test that was negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days #100 mL.

2. Mother is going to see to it that he gets plenty of fluids. She will continue to monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call if needed.
