HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old young man is here for having request for removal of staples that were placed approximately 10 days ago. He sustained a laceration to his scalp. No further complaint in that wound area seems to be healing well now it is not losing any fluid or discoloration. Believe it was last week they showed up and had some postural exudate and that has resolved with the antibiotic that he has been on.

Mother said he does have a cough so he is wanting cough medicine.

He plays well and eating well. He maintenance his normal activities now but mother has noted a cough, which seems to be worse at night and in the mornings.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, works well with me through the exam, graciously enough he is not apprehensive about me pulling the staples from the laceration on the top of his head.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 92/53, pulse 84, respirations 16, temperature 97.9, oxygenating well, and current weight 30 pounds.

HEENT: On the scalp, there are four staples visualized. Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

Remainder of the exam was unremarkable.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Laceration healing well. He is here for staple removal today. I have removed four staples from the top of the scalp area more toward the occipital area at the posterior.

2. He tolerated that very well. No bleeding.

3. Cough. Histex PD 1 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough #30 mL.

4. He is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and monitor symptoms. Mother is going to continue to monitor for his signs and any signs of infection to the staple removal site. He is not expecting that to happen they will call or return to clinic if needed.
