PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is in not on any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Current weight 31.6 pounds, pulse tachycardic at 120, respirations 16, temperature 97, and oxygenation at 97%.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is present right is worse then left. Oropharyngeal area erythematous. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa is moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Mildly tachycardic at 120. No murmur. Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

LABS: Today include a COVID test and strep test. COVID test was negative and strep test was positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute streptococcal sore throats. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days #100 mL.

2. Cough. Histex PD 0.5 mL four times daily #30 mL.

3. He used to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and monitor symptoms. Return back to clinic or call me if not improving.
