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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 59-year-old male, returning today for headaches.  The patient is a 59-year-old male previously seen me for chronic headaches.  I have given the patient Botox injection in the last visit.  The patient tells me that he responded very well.  The headaches are 100% resolved.  The headaches have come back since the last injection.  The patient is very happy with the results.  Denies any facial droopiness.  Denies any diplopia or dysarthria.
The patient also tells me that he has not had seizures for the last six months.  The patient tells me that he is taking the gabapentin and that has been working very well for the seizures.  He does not have any side effects.  He tells me that he is taking 600 mg t.i.d. and has been very effective for the seizure.  The patient does not have a seizure for the last six months according to the patient.

IMPRESSION

1. Chronic tension headache, since cerebral aneurysm surgery.  He has constant left-sided headache, which is decided he had aneurysm.  The Botox has been extremely effective for him. As a matter of fact, he has no headaches since I have started the Botox since January 2023.  He had Botox in April 2023.  He has no headaches since the Botox injection.
2. History of cerebral aneurysm status post clipping surgery in 1991 at UC Davis.  The patient tells me that there were intracranial hemorrhage from the aneurysm.
3. Seizure disorder since the surgery.  Gabapentin has been very effective.  As a matter of fact, the patient has not had any seizures since the last six months.  The patient is happy with the results of the gabapentin.  Denies any side effects.  The patient tells me that he had previously tried Depakote, Trileptal, Keppra and Dilantin in the past, they were not effective for seizures.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.
2. Offered the patient another Botox injection today for headache prevention.  The patient agreed.  We have also explained to the patient risk and benefit for the Botox injection.  The risk would include muscle weakness and muscle paralysis, and temporary muscle disfigurement.  The benefit would include elevation of the headache.  Also other risk include bleeding and infection.  The patient agreed. The patient accepted the risk and benefit.
3. Botox injection was performed today.  It was done without any complications.  There was no bleeding.
4. I recommend the patient continued to gabapentin 600 mg t.i.d. for seizure prevention and also the headache prevention.
5. The patient also can take Depakote ER 500 mg b.i.d.
6. I recommend the patient follow up with me in 3 months for another Botox injection.  The Botox injection has been extremely effective for his chronic headache from the cerebral aneurysm surgery.
