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1. RR, 18-year-old with an infected toenail after tried to remove ingrown toenail at home. Placed on Septra DS the phone has been changed.

2. AM, 6-year-old with cough, earache, swab test negative. Diagnosed with otitis media. Given amoxicillin doing better. Mother very happy.

3. KM, 29-year-old with nausea, vomiting, and left breast pain.  White count was 19,000.  Given IV fluid, Rocephin, and sent home with dicloxacillin. I asked Dr. A to please consider IV antibiotic with a white count 19,000 and she said this was an extenuating circumstance. She is breast-feeding a six week old and had a 13 month old with her. I gave her IV antibiotics and recommended outpatient treatment. Clear instruction to return if worse. I see these type of cases at Texas Women’s Hospital all the time and they do not admit them. Please have someone call and check on her today. “This is the text I received from Dr. A today”. After recommending IV antibiotic I spoken to the patient she is already doing better was happy with the care received.

4. SJ, 33-year-old with spider bite. IV drug use and treated with clindamycin she liked the doctor doing better already.

5. HK, 17-year-old with possible broken hand. X-rays negative and treated for sprain that is unavailable to answer the phone.

6. CC, 69-year-old with COVID weakness, cough, and congestion. Placed on Paxlovid but no chest x-ray was done. O2 saturation was stable but patient clearly had cough, congestion, and sputum production.

7. JS, 12-year-old with arm pain and shoulder pain status post fall. Diagnosed with humeral buckle fracture. Left message for mother to call back.

8. GS, 33-year-old with fever and earache. Given Norco and Rocephin. Diagnosed with otitis medial. Send home with Ciprodex and Motrin.
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9. DM, 56-year-old with piece of chicken caught in the esophagus this resolved while in the emergency room so patient refused any type of medications in the ER. Lab CBC and CMP were okay. The patient has been referred PCP for workup and for EGG. Left message for patient to call back. The patient refused just about everything that was offered to him in the ER.

10. WC, 20-year-old with spider bite on the knee. Treated with clindamycin in the ER. Sent home with Septra DS. Number has been changed.

11. JM, 51-year-old with sinus headaches severe. CBC, CMP, and CT of the sinus is negative. Given Toradol and clindamycin in the ER. Sent home with Motrin, Augmentin, and Tylenol No. 3. Was happy with the care received.

12. GG, 27-year-old with bloody stool and painful defecation. CT showed 2.5 cm perirectal abscess. Sent to Conroe. CBC, CMP, and magnesium within normal limits. He was happy with the care. I talked again and said after the antibiotic given they are going to do I&D at bedside later today.

13. CH, 41-year-old with cough and congestion. Swab test negative and chest x-ray negative. Given dexamethasone. Treated with Zithromax and prednisone for bronchitis. Very happy with the care received.

14. AT, 28-year-old with leg pain and possible blood clots. CBC, CMP, TSH, PT, PPT, Doppler study, cardiac workup, and rest the lab were negative. The patient given Lasix and potassium in emergency room. She is doing better now. She is going to see her primary care doctor. She liked Dr. A very much. She comes to emergency room all the time she says.

15. JZ, 25-year-old with sore throat and swollen glands. White count 24,000. Chemistry okay. Treated with Amoxil, Motrin, outpatient Rocephin, and dexamethasone in the ER. He says the doctor was a “great lady”.

16. KL, 34-year-old woman with sore throat, swelling, headache, and swelling sinuses. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with sinusitis. Treated with Amoxil. Left message.

17. UR, 71-year-old woman with allergic reaction, weakness, and COVID positive. At home, repeat COVID negative. Treated with Claritin and hydroxyzine. Left message for patient to call back.

18. SS, 10-year-old with vomiting and headache. Swab test negative and UA negative. Doing better today. No antibiotic were given since everything came back negative.
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19. RP, 67-year-old woman with headache, chills, and body aches. Cardiac workup negative. CBC and CMP negative. UA showed UTI. Treated with Rocephin and Tylenol. Sent home with Macrobid. She is still having lot of aches and pains that she is definitely doing better. She is not vomiting anymore. She is tolerating liquid. I told her, if she is not any better to see her doctor tomorrow. If she gets worse tonight come to emergency room. She likes the doctor very much.
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
