CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for right leg pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had swelling of the calf and he has stat venous Doppler study and there is no evidence of clot and then the patient had a right knee x-ray, which showed minimal arthritic changes. At this time, the patient has pain in the soft tissues of the right leg below the knee posteriorly. Walking for more than 40-50 steps causes pain in the leg.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, fatigue, or redness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and discussed with the patient in detail.
