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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Seizure disorder.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 20-year-old male, with history of ADHD, had several seizures.  According to the patient, the patient had seizure four times.  He can remember the first one was at home.  The second time he was in the movie.  He had tonic-clonic activity in the movie for two minutes.  The patient has convulsion and shaking.  The patient tells me that he had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient was brought to the emergency room.  The patient was started on IV Keppra 1000 mg.  The patient also tells me that another episode of seizure while he was sleeping. The patient tells me that one of those episodes was related to alcohol.  The patient tells me that he was drinking a lot of alcohol and he may be withdrawn from it.  The patient tells me he did not have seizure activity when he was younger.  He denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

ADHD.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

Bone graft in the foot.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

Keppra 500 mg one pill twice a day.
ALLERGIES
The patient has no known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is single.  The patient works in part shipping and receiving.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient quit smoking after three to four years of vaping.  The patient is drinking alcohol three to four beers socially.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY
Mother have arachnoid cyst.  Grandfather died of colon cancer and diabetes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has bloody nose.

IMPRESSION

Seizure disorder. The patient had four episodes of seizure convulsion.  Specifically one of those was in the movies, he had tonic-clonic activity for about two minutes and he had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient went to the emergency room.  The patient was started on Keppra.  The patient tells me as long as he is taking the Keppra, he does not have any more seizures.  When he does not take the Keppra consistently, he would have a seizure.  The last seizure was when he was sleeping.  The patient had head CT scan done at the emergency room, it was negative study.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. Explained to the patient that he should not be driving. 
3. Explained to the patient that he will be at risk of seizure and loss of consciousness while driving, which he result in injury to himself or other people on the road.

4. I will recommend the patient to continue to take the Keppra 500 mg twice a day. 
5. Explained to the patient do not miss any doses.
6. I will also obtain a brain MRI, to definitively evaluate for seizure focus.
7. I will also do an overnight EEG study, to evaluate for seizure disorder. 
8. Explained to the patient follow with me after the brain MRI study.

9. I also explained to the patient to contact me immediately if he has any seizure activities again.
