Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right wrist is much better. He still has some wrist limited movement but power is getting better.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and right-sided weakness.

LABS: Recent labs reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted to subacute rehab status post fall.

2. Cervical spine stenosis.

3. Cervical spine C3-C4.

4. Anterior cervical discectomy and effusion.

5. Polysubstance abuse.

6. Hypertension.

7. Mobitz type 1 heart block with recovery.
