The patient has been using CPAP machine consistently.  The patient tolerated quite well. The patient now would like to request a new CPAP machine.  The patient is compliant to the CPAP therapy.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
Obstructive sleep apnea.

1. Left knee surgery.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Atorvastatin.

2. Lisinopril.

No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married with two children.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient quit smoking 40 years ago.  The patient drinks alcohol on a social basis.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical conditions.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM
The patient has tingling and numbness in the feet.

IMPRESSION
Obstructive sleep apnea.  The patient is diagnosed with sleep apnea 8 to 9 years ago.  The patient is compliant with the CPAP machine.  The patient feels refreshed, awake and alert.   However, the patient would like to obtain a new CPAP machine.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. We will prescribe the patient a new CPAP machine.  We will also obtain a sleep study, to definitively evaluate for the adequate CPAP settings.

3. Explained the patient correct usage of CPAP machine.

4. We will follow up with the patient after the sleep study.
