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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Memory loss.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 79-year-old female, with chief complaint of memory loss.  Majority of the history is provided by the daughter.  According to the daughter, the patient has been having memory loss for few years.  However memory loss is progressively getting worse since the COVID.  The patient has severe short-term memory loss.  The COVID really affected her memory and now she does not remember names.  She would forget what she states. The patient also has loss of vision because of the COVID.  The patient is disoriented to time, date, and situation.  Denies any hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. History of COVID infection causing loss of vision according to the daughter.
2. High blood pressure.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS
She states she is not taking any medications.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is widow.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical conditions.

NEUROLOGIC EXAMINATION

MENTAL STATUS:  The patient does not know the year.  The patient does not know the month.  The patient does not know the date.  The patient does not know the city.  The patient does not know the state.  The patient does not know the name of the President.

IMPRESSION
1. Alzheimer’s disease advanced.  The patient is disoriented to time, date and situation.  The patient does no know the year, month and date.

2. Possible depression.  According to the daughter, the patient seemed to be very depressed.  She is depressed and she lost her vision from COVID infection.  This is all according to the daughter.

3. CT scan shows that she has a large calcifying meningioma.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. I will start the patient on Zoloft 25 mg one p.o q.h.s., to see if that would help some of the depression symptoms and mood symptoms.
3. Once she stabilizes on Zoloft, and I will start her memantine for memory loss.

4. I will also obtain an EEG study.

5. Explained the patient common side effects from the medication.  Explained the patient to let me know immediately if she develops any side effects from the medication.
