Christine Travis was seen for evaluation of hypothyroidism and previous papillary cell cancer of the thyroid.

She had previously seen a thyroid specialist and was on thyroid hormone replacement as levothyroxine 175 mcg daily.

She had thyroid cancer diagnosed in 1996 and subsequently had radioiodine therapy. She has been on thyroid hormone since then, most recently changed to 175 mcg per day.

Family history is positive for hypothyroidism in her mother.

Social History: She works as a cashier and sales jewellery. Does not smoke.

Other medications include Crestor 5 mg daily.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/80 and weight 119 pounds. The neck examination was normal possibly healed thyroidectomy scar with no lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Reviewing the most recent lab test, I do note that her free T4 is 1.7 and TSH less than 0.01 the end of July. Other lab tests are essentially normal.

IMPRESSION: Postoperative hypothyroidism and patient with previous thyroid cancer with apparent evidence of recurrence or persistent.

I have asked her to return for followup in six weeks time and to continue the current program. Further lab study will be performed at her next visit.
