PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, interacts well through the exam. She does not seem to be in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse within normal limits. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.3. Oxygenating 97%. Current weight 37 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Track well. Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Oropharyngeal area: There are erythematous tonsils. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test, it was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough. Histex PD 0.75 mL p.o. four times daily p.r.n., 30 mL. She is to get plenty of rest, plenty of fluids, monitor symptoms and mother will return to clinic or call if needed.
