HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 16-year-old male patient here complaining of a right foot blister. It is more on his Achilles area of the heel. He has been wearing a slip on shoe which is new to him. He slips it on or off. It has caused some irritation and now some infection.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/66. Pulse 102. Respirations 16. Temperature 99. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 155 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that right heel area, it is mildly erythematous. He also has a blister with some mild discharge, approximately dime-sized blister at this point with surrounding erythema. No induration. The patient clearly needs antibiotic therapy.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cellulitis. The patient will receive Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days #20. He is going to keep a good eye on it along with the father. They are going to monitor for improvement and, if not achieved, return to clinic or call me. Also, advised to put warm compresses on it.
