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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a yearly visit for this 66-year-old white male that has a history of CKD stage II. The patient has remained in very stable condition. In the comprehensive metabolic profile, the estimated GFR this time is 58 with a creatinine of 1.3 and the serum electrolytes that are normal. The potassium is 4.3. The albumin is 4.6. There is no evidence of hyperproteinemia. The albumin-to-creatinine ratio is 8, which is within normal limits and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is 92, which is also within normal limits. The sediment is without any type of activity.

2. This patient had in 2020, pain in the right flank, went to the hospital and an abdominal CT was done and at that time there was a wedge like formation of 4.7 cm that was highly suggestive of a renal infarct. The left kidney was atrophic and had the presence of a stone in the lower pole that was 2 mm. This patient remains with a very stable kidney function, however, we have to give followup to the above-mentioned findings.

3. The patient has a history of DVT and venous insufficiency that is managed by Dr. Lackey and he has been on chronic anticoagulation because of relapsing DVTs in the left lower extremity.

4. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease status post stent in 2018, recent stress test done by Dr. Parnassa six months ago that was negative.

5. The patient has a calcification and a stone-like formation in the left pole. A PTH determination done on 08/31/2023, the parathyroid hormone was 37. There was no evidence of hypercalcemia. The patient is in very stable condition and has not had any medical problems or admissions to the hospital. We are going to reevaluate in a year.

We invested 12 minutes reviewing the chart, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
