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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 73-year-old white male that had an episode of acute kidney injury after episode of seizures with hypotension. The patient was evaluated in AdventHealth and was intubated and treated. He is followed in the clinic in order to evaluate the kidney function plus the hyponatremia. The kidney function has recovered very well. The patient has in the laboratory workup adequate kidney function; the serum creatinine is 1.1, the BUN is 17 and the estimated GFR is 67. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient had a seizure disorder and he has been given multiple medications in order to treat not only the seizure disorder, but also the depression. These medicines include clonazepam, Levitra, paroxetine, trazodone. This medication could induce the syndrome of inappropriate ADH with hyponatremia, which is extremely dangerous in a patient with seizure disorder. The patient is going to be evaluated by his psychiatrist in the near future and he is going to notify the psychiatrist of the hyponatremia that has been induced and we are going to treat this hyponatremia with the administration of sodium tablets 1 g every 12 hours and regular sodium intake in the diet and a fluid restriction of no more than 40 ounces in 24 hours. This patient is feeling weak and he has always a frequent feeling that the seizures are coming on. We are going to reevaluate this case in the near future.

3. History of prostate cancer followed by Dr. Pobi.

4. Hypertension under control.

5. Hyperlipidemia under control.

6. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

We are going to reevaluate the case in two months with laboratory workup.

I spent 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 25 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
