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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 90-year-old white female that comes to the followup for anemia. We ordered the laboratory workup pertinent for anemia, which included the folate that was reported normal and the iron metabolism in which the saturation of iron was 9%, the ferritin was low at 10 and the serum iron was low at 42. In other words, the patient has iron-deficiency anemia. They did not want to cover the CA or the Cologuard.

2. The patient has microalbuminuria that we did not reevaluate at the present time and she has CKD stage IIIB that has been very stable. The most important thing is to refer Mrs. Hammar to the gastroenterologist; she has an appointment at the end of this month and we will make sure that the anemia will be taken care of. Reevaluation in three months with laboratory workup.

I invested 7 minutes in the laboratory evaluation, 10 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
