CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 77-year-old gentleman who had labs that were drawn earlier that somehow were not placed in his chart, but we managed to get copies from the lab and reviewed them with him today. The patient also wanted to know what his weight was and was concerned that he had gained a significant amount of weight.

DIAGNOSES: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, depression, anxiety, and insomnia.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. CMP review. All values are WNL to include T-protein and ALB.

2. Lipid profile. The patient is currently on Lipitor 20 mg q.d., TCHOL is 126 with HDL and LDL 55 and 56. So all values quite good. No change in medication.

3. Screening TSH WNL at 4.51.

4. CBC review. H&H WNL at 14.3 and 42.8, platelet count WNL at 230,000. All indices normal.

5. Weight issues. On admit, the patient weighed 170 pounds. He currently weighs 176 pounds so a 6-pound weight gain and BMI is 24.5. So he is at the high end of his weight range.
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
