HPI: An 84-year-old female seen in room, she was lying in bed, but awake. She was engaging and quite talkative. When asked about certain things, the patient denies any falls. She states her appetite is good. She does have difficulty getting to sleep and would like something for that. She denies pain. The patient’s daughter also requests discontinuation of order for one-person shower assist. I asked the patient if she agreed with that, she was emphatically stating that she could which is going to be going on the market it was the home they built together and she talked about memories that she had and her _______ silver being given out to her grandchildren. She was in good spirits however and seemed to enjoy reminiscing; previously, when she had talked about these types of things, she was very tearful. Overall, the patient comes out for meals. She participates in activities. She has another female resident that she spends a lot of time with, someone that she talks to and her son who lives locally, he and his wife come, visit her frequently, take her to their home for afternoons and she recently had an ophthalmology appointment and that they transport her to her appointments. The patient has wet macular degeneration left eye and has been receiving injections and states that she has been on a new medication for now two or three shots and she states she was told by the ophthalmologist that it looks as though she is having benefit that there is improvement that he could visualize. She states she just does not want her left eye to end up like her right eye. The patient has had no falls this quarter. She sleeps through the night, states though after 67 years of sleeping with her husband she is acclimating to sleeping alone. Her appetite is good. Denies any pain and was able to talk about things that previously she would cry during talking about them and today that did not occur.

DIAGNOSES: Depression, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, and left eye wet macular degeneration.

MEDICATIONS: Lexapro 10 mg q.d., PreserVision two capsules q.d., Seroquel 25 mg h.s., Zocor 40 mg h.s., Diovan/HCT 80/12.5 mg q.d., and B12 500 mcg q.d.
