CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 89-year-old gentleman with advanced dementia and DM II on oral hypoglycemics. Labs are drawn and reviewed today.
DIAGNOSES: Severe vascular dementia, CAD, HTN, HLD, GERD, OA of bilateral knees, and cardiac arrhythmia.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/07/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seen in Highlands in dining room feeding self and then later sitting in his chair propelling himself around the room in his manual wheelchair, quiet, just looking around randomly. I did speak to him, but he just looked at me with a blank expression, it is clear he does not understand.
VITAL SIGNS: Not done.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. BMP review. All values are WNL. The patient does take Lasix 40 mg q.d. with no potassium and creatinine is 1.11 and potassium 4.7.

2. DM II. The patient is on metformin 500 mg q.d. A1c is 7.9, which for the patient’s age and his frailty is in target range. His target would generally be 8 to 8.5. So, no change in medication.
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
