CC: Dysuria.
HPI: A 76-year-old gentleman who wanted to see me, waited patiently while I was with someone from corporate. He then tells me that he was having burning with urination. He stated that it has been going on a couple of days. He denies any fever or nausea. The patient is continent of urine and staff member who saw him earlier in his room stated they saw the content of his urinal and that it was very concentrated and cloudy with foul odor. I told him that we would get a UA and send it for C&S that I would start him on something for the dysuria. He was very happy with all of that. The patient currently uses a urinal that he keeps beside his chair in his living room or at bed side so today we are giving him a new clean urinal that he can catch his urine and transfer  the specimen cup, which nurses are providing. Then for his dysuria, Pyridium 100 mg t.i.d. times three days is ordered. Encouraged him to start drinking more water and then after the results of this, we will review the number of UTIs that he has had on 07/30/2024. UA was positive for a mixed microbial population and then he has had another UTI as well. Told him that he needs to look at his hygiene as well and he understood what I meant. Give urine and then treat accordingly.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He was alert made eye contact. Gave information and oriented x2 to 3.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/72, pulse 76, temperature 97.0, respiratory rate 18, and 182 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He gets around an electric wheelchair that he operates safely. He is weight-bearing and self transfers. He has had no falls. No lower extremity edema.
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
