CC: Routine followup.
HPI: A 93-year-old female with advanced dementia seen at the same table she sits at every time I see her. She was quiet, but cooperative during exam and then later when I was talking to another resident. She jokingly asked me if the other resident is going to live and then starts laughing. The patient remains in a manual wheelchair that she can propel. She has had no falls. Sleep through the night. Appetite is fair. She is social and interactive participates in activities. No behavioral issues.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia without BPSD, anxiety/depression medically treated, wheelchair-bound, glaucoma, and HTN.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/30/2024, note.
ALLERGIES: CLINDAMYCIN and MEPERIDINE.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Petite elderly female who was alert and cooperative and bit spunky.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/76, pulse 80, temperature 97.7, respiratory rate 17, and 111 pounds,
HEENT: She continues to wear her little knit cap. EOMI. PERLA. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. Native dentition.

CARDIOVASCULAR: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Scaphoid. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: Orientation x1. Makes eye contact. She is verbal and appropriate, but limited and affect congruent with situation. She can give basic information about herself. She can make her needs known and she picks up on little things of other residents that she finds funny.

SKIN: Thin, dry, and intact. No bruising or breakdown noted and has fair turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Routine followup. The patient is stable. There has not been any staging. No behavioral issues. Continues to be cooperative. Mark her how she cognitively is that she continues to socialize with other residents comes out for meals and activities and is redirectable.

2. Weight. The patient is stable in her weight at 111 pounds. BMI is 19. So, she is underweight, but has been stable with this weight for at least six months.
