CC: Routine followup.
HPI: An 89-year-old gentleman seen in room he was in good spirits and quite talkative. I asked how he was doing and told him that I knew that his toes were finally healed up. He was happy about that and glad to put it behind him. He then tells me that he was raised Catholic and has started doing the rosary and he has a book that he shows me that has different prayers for the rosary based on intent and so we talked about that for a while. He found out that I am from Arizona and so he told me about spending part of his youth growing up there because of the better climate than St. Louis. Overall, it was a good visit had nothing to do with medical issue so much is him just having someone to talk to. He did reflect on his wife and stated that she had been just wonderful wife for 60 years that they have been married.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia moderate and stable, no BPSD, HTN, anxiety/depression. HOH, psoriasis/eczema and wears hearing aids.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/30/2024, note.
ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid and one Boost on MWF and Saturday.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert. He is quite engaging.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 163/86, pulse 72, temperature 97.7, respiratory rate 17, O2 97%, and weight 172 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate with clear lung fields and no cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulance independently. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema is bilateral great toes. He had ingrown toenails and that was cleared up and his foot care is healthy.

NEURO: Orientation x2. He can reference for date and time. His speech is clear. He is very verbal at times needs redirection did not today and is able to converse on multiple topics. Affect congruent with what he was saying.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Right great toenail issues that are resolved. He is walking without any pain or discomfort and happy to have that issue out of the way.

2. Unspecified dementia stable. He was in good spirits today.

3. Hypertension elevated BP today. The patient is on hydralazine 50 mg b.i.d. and lisinopril 40 mg q.d. Ordering the patient’s BP to be checked b.i.d. x2 weeks and it will be faxed to my office for review and based on results we will determine whether p.r.n. clonidine as needed.
