CC: General care followup.
HPI: An 85-year-old gentleman seen in room. He was seated quietly, looked a little glum, but stated that he was feeling fine. Earlier I observed him just ambulating around the unit. He was having lunch at a table with other people. Generally in asking the patient how he was doing and if there is anything I could help with him, he gets back to the issue of driving. He wants to be a part of living again as he puts which for him means having a car that he can drive around. He states that he is a safe driver and as long as he can get to do his errands. He states his two biggest obstacles to that are his sons who states they will take him anywhere he wants to go and they proved that to be true, but they are not giving him his keys back. I let him just talk and he talked about occasionally he has problems with double vision when he is driving and he is not sure which red light he has seen because he has seen two of them and he states though that he can slam on the brakes when he needs to. He has not had a fender bender in a long time and I just told him that he is older. His reflexes are delayed and double vision is enough to say it is not safe to drive. He got quiet and seemed unhappy after that, but was not rude at all.

DIAGNOSES: Moderate Alzheimer’s dementia, BPSD in the form of perseveration on driving, HTN, HLD, GERD, depression, and BPSD perseveration of driving.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 5 mg q.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., MVI q.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., and Zocor 40 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Older gentleman who is alert, talkative, and focused, remains on one thing and that is driving.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/74, pulse 76, temperature 97.7, respirations 20, O2 sat 100%, and weight 173 pounds which is a weight gain of 4 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Independent ambulation kind of saunters around. He has no lower extremity edema. He moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x 2. He has to reference for date and time. His speech is clear. He asked questions. He challenges why he is not allowed to drive and he seems determined that he is going to badger his sons into letting that happen, but that is very unlikely. He used to be very interactive. He will do things, but less than previously.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Alzheimer’s dementia, continues moderate stage with perseveration on driving. He has no insight as to why he is not able or safe to drive.
