CC: X-ray review.
HPI: An 81-year-old who was complaining of right hip pain stated that it was more than normal. I gave an order for right hip films and reviewed it with staff by phone to convey to the patient. He had no fall or trauma continuing at when he was complaining of ambulating with his walker. So, findings are joint alignment with hip and pelvis is anatomic with joint spaces maintained. No evidence of acute fracture or dislocation. No lytic or other bony lesions. There is some soft tissue swelling of the right hip. No foreign body. Today, I talked to him about icing his hip as needed when it is bothering him and today he stated it was not bothering him.
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
