CC: BPSD with clarification of ABH gel order.
HPI: An 85-year-old female seated in dining room at a table where two other residents were seated at the opposite end. The patient was sitting upright eyes closed. She would intermittently open and looked about randomly and occasionally talk to herself in a harsh tone. There has been dementia progression and her behavioral issues aggression both verbally and physically directed toward staff and residents has decreased in frequency, but still does occur. Her BPSD medications do not sedate her. She had one ER visit on 06/28/24 at INTEGRIS SWMC for followup post fall turned with antibiotic order for presumptive UTI. UA was obtained.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, BPSD in the form of care assistance or aggression has decreased somewhat on medication, and macular degeneration.

MEDICATIONS: Depakote 500 mg b.i.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., and ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL 1 mL q.6h. routine.

DIET: Regular with Ensure one can q.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly at a table with other residents. She was just looking straight ahead or down and would mumble to self.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/83, pulse 83, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and weight 104.6 pounds, which I questioned.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. She has a steady upright gait at a brisk pace. No lower extremity edema. She moves arms in a normal range of motion.
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NEURO: Orientation x 1. She remains verbal. She will talk to self. She does not engage with other people. She will call out if people are too close to her. She at times can voice her needs, other times it is just random mumbling and indirect eye contact and orientation to self. When family visit, she will visit with them, but she has no idea who they are and any comments are random and she has a short attention span for sitting still with them.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor. I was able to just listen to her heart which is a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop and that was the end of that.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Advanced unspecified dementia with BPSD. ABH gel order is clarified to 2/25/2 mg/mL 1 mL q.6h. routine dispensed 30 days worth with six refills.
