CC: Request change in tramadol.
HPI: A 73-year-old female seen in room. At a visit on 08/21/2024, she requested tramadol at three times a day and that was after one of the p.r.n. med aides had talked to her about what she should ask for her pain. Now, she would like to have the tramadol changed to p.r.n. stating she does not need it that frequently and I also started her on gabapentin 100 mg two capsules a.m. and h.s. with one capsule at 3 p.m. that was also ordered on 08/21/2024, and started shortly thereafter. She states that both of those medications together provided complete coverage of her pain. She states that when she takes a gabapentin by itself, she does have improvement and she would like to see if she could just get away with taking that versus the tramadol three times daily. Otherwise, she is in good spirits.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management. Tramadol 50 mg is changed to t.i.d. p.r.n. and she will continue on gabapentin as mentioned above. She is able to ask for medication as needed and also has Voltaren gel to back and hips q.i.d. p.r.n.
