HPI: A 100-year-old female seen in room, she was sitting in her wheelchair in her living room. She was alert, well-dressed, and knew who I was and quite interactive. The patient just started talking randomly about the things that she has been doing and showed me what she calls her pumpkin patch and it is an area on the tabletop that she has decorated with all these little miniature pumpkins and other things that represent fall and she has been doing this for each different holidays it has come around. She talks about being 100-year-old and who knew that she was going to live this long and she just smiles and then I just brought up her daughter and you know how her daughter would do anything for her. She then comments that she and her husband were just so blessed to get her. As it turns out both of her children son and daughter are adopted and she told me the story of how her daughter Luanne came to them and it was very sweet and touching and I just really enjoyed her sharing that with me. The patient continues to be followed by Valir Hospice. She has done very well is stable, but continues to need a little bit of TLC here and there.
DIAGNOSES: She is very hard of hearing despite hearing aids, macular degeneration with vision loss, HTN, and unspecified MCI without BPSD.
MEDICATIONS: MVI gummies q.d. and Refresh tears two drops OU b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular with bite-size food.
HOSPICE: Valir.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 162/89, pulse 68, temperature 97.7, respiratory rate 18 and weight 95 pounds. She was the initial weight. She stated that worried her just weighing only 95 pounds. I had him reweighed her and she actually weighs 100 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: She has a good effort at a normal rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with a systolic ejection murmur heard throughout precordium. No rub or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Flat. Nontender. Bowel sounds present.
SKIN: Warm, dry, intact and with good turgor.
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PSYCHIATRIC: She is in good spirits very positive and her outlook she has great recollection of different events and just seems to be happy at this place in her life.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Quarterly note. She has had no acute events that need to be addressed. We will continue to be followed by hospice and I will check on her periodically as she tell me that she likes having people come and see her and appreciated me coming by and spending time with her.
