CC: Two falls in one-week non-injury and increased confusion.

HPI: A 95-year-old female seen in room she was seated on her couch. She had a Bible out was doing Bible study. She looked confused when she saw me I introduced myself to her again told her I was checking on her after the two falls that she had had. She was quiet and did not comment, I asked her what she was doing when one of the falls happened or how it happened. She just had this kind of stern but confused look and clearly could not remember what happened with either fall. She started telling me about having a weaker side and sorted out that her right side is her weaker side I asked which hand she would brush her teeth with or use a fork with and she looked confused she could not tell me if she was right or left hand dominant. She was cooperative to my exam.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Hair is groomed. Glasses in place. Sclerae clear. She makes direct eye contact. Nares patent. She has moist oral mucosal.

NECK: Supple with clear carotids. Full makeup in place.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm with a soft systolic ejection murmur tricuspid area. No rub or gallop. PMI is nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft and hyperactive bowel sounds. No tenderness or distention.

RESPIRATORY: The patient seemed really confused about the deep inspiration. I demonstrated but she had no idea what I was doing and so I just let her breathe normally listening. Her lung fields are clear. She had no cough.

EXTREMITIES: She uses a walker in her room and outside of the room. She propels herself in a manual wheelchair. She was trying to explain to me how it was not working but they came in and made it even, which I am not sure what she means by that. She has no lower extremity edema. She is weightbearing, but has to hold on to something to stand or sit.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Fall followup. Two falls in this past week both occurred in her room and she was not able to give information but no injury. She acknowledges how her walker versus her wheelchair is used and apparently there was some adjustment of her wheelchair and I will have staff watch to see if she is using it and if she is having any difficulty with using it.

2. Increased confusion. UA was C&S to rule out UTI. She has similar confusion in mid June and was found to have an E. coli and UTI on 06/27 with treatment. Looking at labs, she had CBC and CMP on 06/14. CBC showed macrocytic value indices but no anemia. CMP only notable for calcium of 8.3 slightly low. So, no reorder of any labs.
