HPI: A 74-year-old female seen in room seated in upright in her bed watching television. The patient recognized me, did not remember my name, but was cooperative to exam. She was talkative. Overall, she told me that she feels good. She does sleep through the night. She has a good appetite. She in touch with her family and her husband who talked about coming here will not be in residence here. She is happy about that is that there were issues related to their relationship. She has had no falls or acute medical events require any ER visit.

DIAGNOSES: Inclusion body myopathy non-weightbearing and non-ambulatory manual wheelchair transported in, COPD/asthma, GERD, chronic constipation, and senile frailty.

MEDICATIONS: Lomotil two tablets q.6h. routine, Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., omeprazole 20 mg two capsules q.d., Prostat protein drink q.d., and p.r.n. Tylenol and DuoNeb.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail, chronically ill-appearing female, seated upright, in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/75, pulse 88, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, and weight unavailable.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.
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CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She moves her limbs. Legs are non-weightbearing. She is a full transfer assist. A Hoyer lift is frequently used and inversion of both feet when at rest. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x 2. She has to reference for date and time. Soft spoken. Speech clear. She can voice her needs. She understands basic given information. She smiles randomly and affect can be congruent with situation. She just appears to be very lighthearted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 90-day note. The patient has been medically stable. No falls. No acute events. Continues to have appropriate of p.o. intake with stable weight and sleeping through the night without any difficulty.
