This is a 79-year-old male who was admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because he was not able to take care of himself.  He had multiple medical problems.  His son who is power of attorney made him comfort care on hospice.  He is very obtunded and actively dying.  Denies any nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, chest pain, shortness of breath, loss of consciousness, fever or chills.
PMH:
Significant for COPD, CHF, morbid obesity, recent severe epistaxis, hypertension, and atrial fibrillation.
FH:
Noncontributory.

SH:
Denies smoking, drinking or any drug abuse.
ALLERGIES:
None.

MEDICATIONS:
As per attached list.

ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is very obtunded unable to answer any questions.
HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal, slow and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple.

HEART:  S1 and S2 irregular.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry with few basal crackles.
ABDOMEN:  Soft.

EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema.

CNS:  No gross sensory or motor deficit is noted.  Detailed exam is not possible.
LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
COPD, CHF, sleep apnea, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, recent epistaxis, history of multiple strokes and new onset recent seizure.
P:
The patient was not able to take care of himself and then he was transferred here.  Significant amount of time of more than 50 minutes was spent reviewing the patient’s old medical records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing, hospice and rehab team.  He is actively dying and all the comfort medications are being given to the patient.  The patient’s family is aware of this.
