Acute COVID pneumonia with generalized weakness, hypertension, chronic kidney disease, anemia, and CHF.
P:
The patient was not able to take care of himself and hence was transferred here.  Significant amount of time of more than 50 minutes was spent reviewing the patient’s medical records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  The patient’s wife is at bedside.  He is participating in physical therapy and rehab as well.
