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1. MD, 27-year-old comes in because of possible hernia. The patient CT scan showed evidence of hernia. Dr. Morse was called and patient was going to be taken to surgery for possible strangulation. Blood work and CT scan was done appropriately and patient was happy with the care. The patient did not answer the phone when I called.

2. RA, 9-year-old child with cough and headache.  He was diagnosed with asthma.  He was treated with breathing treatments in the ER.  Sent home with albuterol and prednisone. Mother was happy with the care received.

3. DB, 36-year-old with headache, body aches, sore throat, and heart rate of 110. Swab test negative.  She was treated with Flonase, Amoxil, and Motrin.  She says her heart rate has calm down and she is feeling much better and she like the doctor very much yesterday.

4. AS, 44-year-old woman seen with left arm hand pain after falling at home. Blood pressure 170/90, which was settled at the time of discharge. X-rays were negative. Treated with Toradol and Flexeril in the ER. Sent home with Voltaren and Flexeril. Left message for patient to call me back.

5. SM, 42-yea r-old male with possible blood pressure elevation. The blood pressure is actually 140/85. Cardiac workup, chemistry, lab, UA, and UDS were all done within normal limits. Left message for patient to call back. Dr. Ahamneze did the workup just because of patient blood pressure has been elevated before most physician would have said your blood pressure is okay go home and she was very cautious in checking these things because of patient’s history. The patient was somewhat anxious she states.

6. CG, 5-year-old child with a foreign body in her ear. She might have to go to see an ENT. She got upset the mother got upset they left without being seen when I talked to her she said what would I want to be seen if I have to be evaluated by ENT and I explained to her that most of the time the ER physician is able to check the foreign body out and if they cannot then the patient is referred to ENT. They have an appointment to see an ENT tomorrow nevertheless. She appreciated the explanation.

7. NW, 44-year-old young lady with allergic reaction and over the counter to medication. Treated with Decadron. Sent home with hydroxyzine. Left message. No respiratory distress or any other anaphylactic type reactions were noted.

8. JR, 62-year-old woman with swelling on hands and feet because she felt at home. X-rays were negative. She was very happy with the care receive. “I would definitely go back there”.

9. SK, 63-year-old male with cough, chills, and congestion. Wife has the flu. The patient has positive strep.  Treated with antibiotics. Sent home.  He is doing well today.

10. KS, 56-year-old woman with cough, chills, congestion, and positive for flu B. Treated with supportive care and sent home with Tamiflu 100% better today. She liked the doctor that took care of her.
11. KY, 45-year-old with left shoulder and low back pain status post fall. X-rays negative. Treated with Voltaren and Flexeril. Sent home and left message.

12. MS, 59-year-old with arm pain, wrist pain, shoulder pain, leg pain, and involved in a motor vehicle accident. All x-rays were negative. C-spine was cleared. The patient left the bad number in the emergency room. Sent home with Motrin 800 mg.

13. SL, 36-year-old with lower stomach pain. Blood work, CT, UA, and UDS showed possible ovarian vein thrombosis. The patient was sent to Kingwood Hospital. Mailbox was full to leave message.
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
