PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As before, with history of schizoaffective disorder, followed at Tri-County Center in Conroe with antipsychotics, comes here for anxiety medication.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Normal. Extremities: Normal. Neurological: Slightly agitated anxious appearance, with benign distress, with intact cognitive functions, without evidence of suicidal or homicidal ideation. Status is same with slightly more apprehensive. He states he has been working in the sun and seems distressed. Skin: Normal.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Followup on schizoaffective disorder, with anxiety disorder as well.

PLAN: Refilled medications. To follow up with Tri-County Hospital on a two-to-three-month basis. To follow up here in one month for further routine care.
