HISTORY: This is a 59-year-old gentleman here for followup. The patient stated he was here on 08/23/2023, he had labs drawn and has routine physical and is here to review those labs. He states that since his last visit he has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today states he has the following complaints.

1. Weakness and dizziness, lack of energy.
2. He states he has history of vitamin B12 deficiency and requested an injection. He states that he feels like his vitamin B12 is low.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Right ear pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% on room air.

Blood pressure is 139/90.
Pulse is 69.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.1.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscle. No respiratory distress.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Vitamin D deficiency.
2. Right otitis media acute.
3. Right ear pain.
4. Hypercholesterolemia.
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LABORATORY DATA: Labs reviewed. Lab results were as follows, LDL cholesterol elevated 117 versus 100, non-HDL cholesterol is also elevated 137 versus 130. Glucose elevated 106 versus 99, and vitamin D is decreased at 26.
PLAN: The patient was given the following medications in the clinic today B12 injection x1.
He was given prescription for the following.
1. Vitamin D3 50,000 units one p.o. weekly for 90 days #13.
2. Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. He is reassured and advised to come back to clinic if worse or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
