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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury, but the first episode was in February 2005.  The patient was in Baghdad, Iraq.  The patient was on foot.  There was sudden IED explosion near him.  The IED explosion immediately knocked him out.  He fell to the ground.  He had complete loss of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient is confused disoriented.  The patient has headache.  The patient was dazed.  He continued on the combat.  The next episode was in December 2005 in Baghdad, Iraq.  There was a motor explosion about 50-feet away from him.  He was driving in the vehicle with the window open.  The shockwave caused him to have immediate loss of consciousness.  He tells me that he had loss of consciousness for a minute.  The patient when he woke up, he was confused and disoriented.
The patient currently has difficulty with the memory.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has difficulty with counting.  The patient is not able to do math anymore.  The patient has significant forgetfulness and chronic headaches.  The patient has loss of body coordination.  The patient has loss of speech.  The patient speech loss of words.  The patient also has difficulty to concentrate and focus.
The patient is currently working for security for a Defense Logistics Company.  The patient is working as a civilian.  The patient tells me that his memory deficits, forgetfulness is affecting his performance.  The patient is not able to remember a while with his test duties.  The chronic headache is affecting him.  His inability to count and do math is significantly affecting his job according to him.  The patient also has significant headaches affecting his concentration at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had in 2005, in Baghdad Iraq, there was an IED explosion caused him to have loss of consciousness for few minutes.  The patient was on foot at that time.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient also had severe headache.  The second episode was in December  2005 in Baghdad Iraq.  There was a motor explosion about 50-feet away from him.  The patient was in a driver seat with the door open in car at that time.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for approximately one minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient also had headaches.  Apparently, he has headache, memory deficits, difficulty to concentrate, and difficulty with math.  The patient has MoCA examination score of 25/30.  The patient missed all five on the delay recall.
It is my opinion that the headache, cognitive deficits, poor recall on examination, confusion and disorientation after the explosions, are all signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
