I had the pleasure to see Jenessa today for an evaluation for concussion.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 21-year-old female, the patient had a concussion on July 31, 2023.  The patient tells me that her partner’s knee hit her head.  The patient could not get up.  The patient immediately had confusion and disoriented.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  The patient has headaches.  The patient started shivering.  The next day, she went to Urgent Care.  The patient was diagnosed with a mild concussion.  The patient did not go to work.  The patient also possibly found to have absence seizures since August 9, 2023.  The patient was seen in Oakland, Kaiser.  The patient had head CT scan, which was reportedly to be negative and at that time the patient had difficulty speaking and her eyes cannot open.
Currently, the patient denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.  The patient tells me that she is getting a lot better now.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
History of febrile seizure when she was 1 to 4-year-old.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Acetaminophen.
2. Ondansetron.
ALLERGIES

No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is single with no children.  The patient is an emergency medical technician.  Does not smoke.  The patient drinks alcohol on social basis.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY

Grandfather had heart surgery.

DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
Diagnostic test was performed today.  The EEG study was performed today.  It was negative study.  There is no epileptiform discharges on examination.  There is no spike-wave activities.  The patient had seizure activities.
IMPRESSION

The patient had a concussion, on July 31, 2023, when her partner hit her head.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, she had confusion, headaches, and shivering.  The next day, she went to the Urgent Care, she was diagnosed with mild concussion.
The EEG study was performed today.  It showed no seizure activities.  The patient did not have any seizure convulsions.  There was also generalized seizure convulsion.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. Explained the patient if she has anymore of these spells, let me know immediately.  If she has any more staring spells let me know immediately. 

3. As per her concussion symptoms will continue to improve.
4. Explained the patient if symptoms worsen, let me know immediately.
