CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of cough, sore throat, flu-like symptoms getting better for the past two days, but continued lethargy.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Recent exposure to uncle with COVID.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states he continues to have minor skin eruption on his upper back and chest, seen before, treated for folliculitis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Scattered small papular type eruptions on upper chest and back. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Flu, strep and COVID testing performed all of which were negative except for type B flu.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Tamiflu and prescription for Cleocin for skin care with topical care. Follow up as needed and with PCP.
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
