CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Cough.

2. Congestion.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Larry is a 53-year-old construction worker comes in today with symptoms of COVID. The patient has a positive COVID today. He has never been vaccinated against COVID in the past. He is a construction worker as I said. He has severe sleep apnea, coronary artery disease, fatty liver; under the care of a cardiologist and under the care of a hepatologist.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Heart stent in 2000.
MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril and aspirin.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes and he does drink from time-to-time. He is married, very active. He has had no chest pain or shortness of breath. Some nausea. No vomiting.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died in a car accident. Father died in much younger age due to trauma.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 239 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 70. Blood pressure 119/87.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Chest x-ray reveals enlarged heart, right ventricular hypertrophy as well as no evidence of pneumonia.

2. Rocephin 1 g now.

3. Decadron 8 mg now.
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4. Start the patient on Paxlovid and albuterol inhaler.

5. Bromfed DM for cough.

6. Return if he is not better tomorrow.

7. Severe sleep apnea, not using his CPAP. Recommended using CPAP on regular basis.

8. His strep is negative.

9. His COVID is positive as I mentioned.
10. Obesity.

11. Fatty liver.

12. Coronary artery disease.

13. He has had abdominal ultrasound and echocardiogram recently per his cardiologist and his hepatologist.

14. He is looking for a primary care physician, will use us as his PCP here in Cleveland since he lives down the street from us.
